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Spring 2026 Tours

Social Justice & Graffiti

Explore identity, equity, diversity, and inclusion, while considering how graffiti can
express individuality and promote conversations around social justice. This tour
also connects to Art, Media & Creativity through its focus on artistic expression
and representation. Grades 4-12.

Kensington Market Scavenger Hunt
Students explore the eclectic market with two scavenger hunts about diversity
and financial literacy. Grades 4-8.

Wellington Walk
Students will evaluate the livability and sustainability of a downtown
neighborhood featuring a new mixed-use development, examine how

community needs evolve over time, and engage in a simulated public meeting.
Grades 7-12.

Waterfront and Wetlands
Students wade into the debate over land use along the waterfront, explore a
wetland, and examine Ontario's most creative street design. Grades 4-12.

Island of the Future: Ookwemin Minising
Students explare Toronto's newest island to see how the area was transformed
and how Indigenous and civic voices shape the future waterfront. Grades 7-12.

Art in the City

Students become artists, curators, and critics as they explore the intersection of
art, architecture, public space, and community in Toronte's Financial District.
Grades 4-12

Business of Art

Students will explore the business side of being an artist, examining how art is
communicated to the public, its role in commercial spaces, and how major
institutions amplify diverse voices in the arts. Grades 7-12.

Media on the Streets

Students will assess various types of street media, reflect on how media shapes
our thoughts and behaviors, and experiment with using media to express &
amplify their own ideas and perspectives. Grades 4-12.
